TOWN OF CORONATION 
The Town of Coronation has passed an amended Community Standards Bylaw which includes regulations for snow removal from 

sidewalks.  The regulations are as follows: 
 

SNOW & ICE ON SIDEWALKS 

 16.  An owner of a premises shall ensure:  

 

(1) The removal from any sidewalk located adjacent to the premises, including private driveway crossings, all snow 

and ice deposited thereon, whether from natural or unnatural means, within 48 hours of such deposit, or within 

48 hours of the issuance of a Snow Removal Notice in respect of the premises; and 

 

(2) That the snow and ice removed pursuant to section 16 (1) is NOT PLACED UPON ANY HIGHWAY OR 

OTHER PUBLIC PROPERTY ADMINISTERED BY THE TOWN, OR ADDED TO ANY SNOW 

PILES OR BERMS MADE BY THE TOWN. 
 

(a) For the purposes of Section 16 (1), snow and ice will be considered removed when the sidewalk is 

cleaned for the entire width of sidewalk to the sidewalk surface as completely as reasonably possible. 

 

(b) For the purpose of Section 16 (1), in the case of a sidewalk being below grade resulting in repeated 

coverage by ice or water through drainage or melted snow or rain, the sidewalk must be cleaned as 

completely as reasonably possible and a non-slip, non-corrosive and salt-free material such as sand or 

similar material must be scattered on the surface of the sidewalk as frequently as required to maximize 

traction for pedestrians.  The sidewalk condition must be communicated to the Chief Administrative 

Officer so it can be added to the list of sidewalk improvements and dealt with accordingly. 

 

(c) For the purpose of Section 16 (1), where an owner or occupant of a premises reasonably anticipates 

being absent, the owner or occupant must make arrangements to ensure the sidewalks are maintained in 

accordance with this Bylaw. 

FINES: 
Failure to remove snow/ ice from any sidewalk       50.00 

a) second offence within 1 year        100.00   

b) third and subsequent offences within 1 year       200.00

     Personal donations (from private citizens) are especially important to the food bank as these donations are used to 

apply for the Community Spirit Grant. The Government of Alberta launched this grant in April 2008 (supported by 

funding from the Alberta Lottery Fund) with the intent to ñpartner with individual Albertans who donate monies to 

eligible non-profit organizations by providing those organizations with a proportional grant based on the amount of 

eligible cash donations received.ò For the 2010-2011 year the Food Bank received $1172.93 - 90% of the total 

personal donations for 2009. So, someone who donated $100.00 to the Food Bank in 2009 actually game $190.00 as, 

through the Community Spirit Grant, the Alberta Government added $90.00 to the original personal donation of 

$100.00. Again, personal donations are extremely important so many thanks to all those who donate so generously. 

     We have applied for the 2011-2012 year (using the total personal donations for 2010) and will be notified of 

approval in April.  

Thanks to all of those who donated gifts and wrapping supplies for the Christmas Hampers. With the communityôs 

assistance, the Food Bank was able to provide gifts for 30 children/youth.

Information for Residents Regarding Transfer Stations 

Recycling 

The recycling program is working fairly well. We still do not have all the bins in place. If the bin is full, put the 

recycling next to the bin and it will be picked up and placed into the bin when it is emptied. 

 

Remember that Styrofoam, regular household garbage, clothes, shoes, wood or metals do not go into the recycling 

bins. This material should be placed in the proper bins or one of the other areas which is set up for this material. 

 

Regular Garbage 

It has come to our attention that some people do not protect their personal information. Any garbage which you take 

to the transfer station bins should be placed in garbage bags and carefully put into the bins. In cleaning up around the 

bins I have picked up bank statements, childrenôsô report cards and credit card bills. Please be more careful with your 

personal information when you discard it.   

Chemical Jugs 

The Ag Chemical Jugs should have all labels removed from the jugs before taking them to the Chemical Container 

Building. The recycler has asked that we try and make sure that all the labels and booklets be removed prior to them 

doing the pickup. 

Wood Piles 

Only non painted lumber and brush should be placed in the wood piles which are burned. So far we continue to see 

metals of all types in the wood piles. These include a vehicle axle, wire, used oil filters and even a garage door. These 

belong in the metal pile. Please take these metal items to the proper area.

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How Can I Communicate Effectively with Council? 

Under the Municipal Government Act, Councillors have the following duties: 

 To consider the welfare and interests of the municipality as a whole and, to bring to 

Council's attention anything that would promote the welfare or interests of the 

municipality  

 To participate generally in developing and evaluating the policies and programs of 

the municipality  

 To participate in Council meetings and Council committee meetings and meetings 

of other bodies to which they are appointed by the Council  

 To obtain information about the operation or administration of the municipality 

from the Chief Administrative Officer (CAO)  

Councillors should be accessible and responsive to the residents of a municipality, but 

must ensure that they maintain their role as policy makers.  Day-to-day operational issues 

are the responsibility of the CAO and staff.   

The CAO is Councilôs only employee, and is the administrative head of the municipality. 

The CAO's responsibilities include ensuring that the municipality's policies and programs 

are implemented as directed by Council, advising and informing the Council on the 

operation of the municipality, performing other duties assigned by the Council, and 

ensuring appropriate staffing is in place. 

So what is the most appropriate and effective way to communicate your concerns, 

comments, requests or complaints to Council and/or Administration?   

 The Mayor and Council welcome input that will aid them in their decision 

making, and like to hear from the residents and business members of the Town 

 If your concern relates to policy or governance issues (i.e. Bylaws, Policy, 

Legislation, Public Safety, etc.) then you should discuss these matters with 

Council.  Concerns should be brought to Council’s attention by way of a 

written submission to be presented on the agenda of a regular Council meeting, 

or by attending a Council meeting as a delegation to discuss your concerns 

directly with Council. 

 If you have a question or concern that is of an operational nature (i.e. concerns 

relating to water/sewer/garbage service, road maintenance, parks or facilities 

operations, etc.) you should bring your concern to the attention of the Town 

Office.  Council does not play a direct role in resolving operational concerns, and 

will therefore encourage you to contact the Town Office directly for assistance. 

The Mayor and Council of the Town of Coronation strive to maintain an open and 

transparent system of governance that will ensure that the Council and community can 

work together to build a stronger, more vital and sustainable community.   

Your opinion matters and we want to hear from you!  However, your Council members are 

volunteers serving their community, but they also have full time jobs.  Please keep in mind 

that when you feel the need to discuss a matter of concern that doing so in their place of 

employment is discourteous to both them and their employers. 
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
